Objective:

Requirements:  Each group must create a video or a powerpoint presentation and have the following in their presentation.

Decide on planks(How you’re going to solve the problems that our country faces today.  Explain how you are similar or different from current political parties and include it in the campaign video.  (Democrat, Republican, Green Party, etc.  Write your ideas on the back of this paper. (10 pts.)
Create either a campaign button or t-shirt design, and actually make them, or at least show us the art work for it. (5 pts.)
Create a Political Campaign Commercial for your party convincing the other class members to join your party.  This can be in the form of a powerpoint, video, or old fashioned speech with visual aids.  This project is meant to be fun, but serious as well, you need to include at least 3 planks from the back of this paper. (60 pts.)  
Create a handout or bribe of some kind outlining your plan to change America or   (Basically your beliefs or arguments why your party is the best)(5 pts.)

· Define the issue and give examples currently in America.
· Explain why it is such an important campaign issue.

· Develop a position, or "plank," on how the issue should be addressed or problem solved.
